CTSM serves an international 

community of performers that 

travels throughout the United 

States.  We are recognized by the 

US Catholic Conference of Bishops 

as a subcommittee within the 

Pastoral Care of Migrants, Refugee 

and Travelers in the Secretariat of 

Cultural Diversity. This community 

is comprised of approximately 30-

40 circuses, 300-400 traveling 

carnivals, the Indy Car racing 

Circuit, the Professional Bull Riders 

Association, and the Horse Racing 

personal at the Arlington Race 

Track.  In all, there are 

approximately 15,000 Catholics in 

need of on-going catechetical 

teaching, spiritual guidance and 

receipt of the sacraments in order 

to grow in their Catholic faith.

Project SPEC, administered by 

CTSM, is a program designed to 

provide Catholic catechetical 

education to members of the 

traveling shows industry.  This 

family of believers has no roots in 

any geographical area, making it 

difficult to have consistent and 

stable religious education, 

sacramental preparation and on-

going formation needed to nurture 

spiritual growth within these 

Catholic faith communities. 

The goal of Project SPEC is to 

provide an opportunity for 

members of the show communities 

to become qualified religious 

educators within their 

communities. 

 

Pastoral Care Ministers of CTSM 

will identify potential lay leaders 

within these faith communities 

who are willing to become the 

catechetical educators of the next 

generation of Catholics.
